RULES/GUIDELINES GOVERNING MANIPUR STATE KALA AKADEMI 
SCHOLARSHIP 

 

SCHEME: This scheme seeks to give financial assistance to young artistes of outstanding  

  

CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY FOR AKADEMI SCHOLARSHIP 

VALUE OF MSKA SCHOLARSHIP 
 
Each Scholar will be paid Rs. 1000/- (Rupees one thousand) only per month to cover 
his/her living expenses, travelling, books, art material or other equipment. Another amount 
of Rs. 1000/- (Rupees one thousand) only shall be paid to his/her guide/guru. Total value of 
the fellowship scheme is Rs.2000/- per month 
 
NUMBER OF MSKA SCHOLARSHIP 
 
Number of Scholarship: 30 (thirty). 
 
There shall be subject wise distribution of Scholarship. 
 
 
 
 
 

1. Candidates should be citizens of India. 
 

2. Candidates should at least be pursuing diploma/ degree from a recognised institution/ 
university or trained for at least 5 years under a renowned Guru recognised by 
Sangeet Natak Akademi and/or Manipur State Kala Akademi. 
 

3. Candidates must give evidence of their desires to make pursuit of these arts a 
professional career. 
 

4. As the scholarship is meant for advance training and not for beginners, candidates 
must have already acquired a degree of proficiency in the chosen field of activity. 
 

5. Candidates should be not less than 18 (eighteen) years of age and not more than 30 
(Thirty) years of age as on 1st April 2025. 

 



 
DURATION OF MSKA SCHOLARSHIP 
 
The duration of Scholarship shall be for a period of 1 (one) year. 
 
NATURE OF TRAINING OF MSKA SCHOLARSHIP 
 
The nature of the training will be determined in each case taking into consideration the 
previous training and background. Normally, it will be in the nature of apprenticeship 
under a Guru/Master of a recognised institution. In some fields, a programme of study will 
be approved by the Committee which will be followed by the scholar. 
 
The scholar will be required to undergo this training on full-time basis. Such training will 
include minimum 3 hrs/day of practice apart from the time spent for acquiring knowledge 
of the theory of the subject/field concerned, and also an appreciation of the related 
disciplines. During the period of Scholarship a scholar will not be allowed to do any other 
work including academic studies. In exceptional cases, a candidate may be allowed to take 
up an academic course provided it has a bearing on the subject/field for which the 
scholarship is offered. 

 
BOND:         
 
All scholars are required to execute a bond in the form prescribed by the Akademi 
undertaking to abide by certain times and conditions relating to Scholarships offered.  
 
MEDICAL CERTIFICATE: 
 
Each selected candidate will be required to submit a medical fitness certificate from a 
registered medical practitioner.  
 
SELECTION: 

 
Candidates will be required to appear before the selection committee at Imphal for final 
selection. Selection will be made purely on merit. 

 

 

 

 



INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETION AND SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION 

(i) Each application should comprise: 
(a)  One attested copy each of degree, diploma and certificates, etc. if any in support 
of statements made regarding educational qualification, experience, etc. in the 
application form. (In no case should the original documents be attached).  
(b)  One attested copy of Matriculation or its equivalent certificate if any, or other 
satisfactory evidence of age (other than horoscope). 
(c)  One passport size copy of recently taken photograph.  

(ii) In the case of candidates applying for Scholarship in the field of painting and 
sculpture, they are required to send attested copies of photographs of the three of 
the best original works along with their applications.  

(iii) Applications duly completed should be forwarded to Secretary, Manipur State Kala 
Akademi, Imphal, Manipur. Incomplete application or applications received after 
the prescribed date will not be considered. 

(iv) The acknowledgement form should be completed in so far as address of the 
application is concerned.  

(v) Separate application should be submitted for each field, if the candidate wants to 
apply in more than one field. 

(vi) No request for return of the application and documents, etc., will be entertained. 
(vii) The selected candidates shall be notified in our official website.  
(viii) Candidates not selected will not be informed. 
(ix) Any changes in address may be notified to this Akademi and while doing so the 

subject of training for which the application was sent should invariably be given.    
(x) No enquiry will be entertained regarding the result of the selection. 
(xi) The rules, etc., contained in the information circular are subject to changes at the 

discretion of the Manipur State Kala Akademi.
